EVERY project YVCKC offers is man-
aged by an adult AmeriCorps member 
that is First Aid/CPR certified.  They not 
only ensure the safety of Youth Volun-
teers, but they are also responsible for 
organizing projects, creating service-
learning lessons, leading ice breakers and 
team builders, and providing encourage-
ment on the most difficult projects.   
    YVCKC receives money from founda-
tions, corporate sponsorships, and individ-
ual donations.  Every donation helps us 
continue to offer our program free of 
charge and grow with the expanding 
need.
